* In teacher-centric learning - the more traditional or conventional
approach . the teacher functions in the familiar role of classroom
lecturer, presenting information to the students, who are expected to
passively receive the knowledge being presented.

Characteristics of Teacher centric approach:-

direct instruction model, teachers often utilize systematic, scripted lesson plans.

tearners.
